you have not already done so.

You mentioned at the Elders meeting on 13" May. that vou had studied at Bible
College for a number of vears betore you were ordained and that it irritated vou that
people who had not undertaken similar study should be careful before they criticise
you or express a Theological opinion. Quite so. Nevertheless. | find that after 5 vears
University study of Medicine. several years postgraduate study 1o obtain by
examination the MRCP; [London College founded in 15™ century]: (135 vears ago
granted the FRCP) and then a two year study resulting in 24 years ago a thesis for my
Doctorate in Medicine (the second highest degree that vou can obtain. the highest
being a Doctor in Divinity ), that after 33 years as a Doctor | know less and less about
more and more.



Because of this. | rely on my colleagues® strengths and knowledge in fields that 1 have
been unable to keep up with. as | hecome more sub specialised. | do not think that the
church can be different from this. | apologise if | am wrong in this belief, but my
conversations with other ordained Ministers. Vicars and Bishops would not lead me
1o an alternative view

Paul. it worries me that you tend to give the impression that vou know about and can
teach with authority about Pastoring. Evangelism, The Spirits, Theology and Biblical
Teaching. You cannot! No man can! None of us are experts in everything: that is why
we need cach other, that is why we must acknowledge and respect each other's gifis!

You mentioned at our meeting in Bala carlier in the vear that yOu were going 1o
undertake an appraisal procedure. Have vou undergone this and is there a report”? |
bring this up as most of the professions. including medicine. now require this. Indeed
Nawbie will have had tis already i ierms of RUVA and | am undergomng this as o
Consultant Physician and Gastroenterologist. Actually. | would like this as for the
Flders! Perhaps Elim will adopt appraisal?

Ihe role of an Elder as stated in the Elim and WCC approved document given to me a
couple of years ago is at variance with that understood by some of the Elders at WCC.
It is clear from this document that Elders “function n plurality™ It is clear that all of
the Elders have 1o be involved in decision making. Eldership is a joint leadership, not
a rubber stamp on a Pastor’s decision

May I almost finish by .asking. God to bless vour children. Bless Natalie in her
forthcoming marriage and career. May God grant fruitfulness. May God bless Grey,
someone with & true pastoral heart. | pray that Vicky will be a blessing to vou, 1o
mankind and to God.
